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Dear Parents,

Since school is working wholeheartedly to uplift your ward in every aspect of life but
sometimes we expect assistance from parents’ side too. For this, below are the points for
every parent of Uma Devi Children’s Academy that are supposed to be followed as must-

1. Education of the child is the responsibility of both school and the parents. Home is the first
school of the child where he/she learns to build the foundation on which this whole life
stands. School can only influence the personality of the child with the help and cooperation
of parents.

2. After your ward gets admitted in school, he/she must come in proper uniform (without
fail), with bag according to timetable within entry time in morning. Students shall be sent
back if he/she reaches school other than prescribed uniform for the day.

3. If any student reaches school late according ongoing timing, he/she shall not be allowed to
enter the campus. School does not expect any argument or claim on the same.

4. Students are not permitted to use two wheeler motor vehicles without helmet and in case
any student is found reaching school without helmet, he/she shall be sent back or a fine
of Rs. 200/- shall be charged., No bike more than 150 CC is allowed in school (Specially
Bullet)

5. Newly admitted students must take their Uniform within 7 days of admission, later he/she
shall not be allowed to attend the classes.

6. School doesn’t have any facility of class promotion (skipping) or section switching so it is
not expected to be claimed.

7. Seating plan is very fix from day one in session so no change shall be made further on
account of friends, comfort, etc. If any student has a problem, school does its best to
resolve as soon as possible.

8. The last timing to make phone calls to teachers and other staff is 7.00 pm in working days.
If any call is not picked after trying 2 times, please, do not call back to back, it would be
good to leave a text on Whatsapp. The teacher shall call you back himself well in time.

9. Avoid calling teachers in teaching hours.

10.School has facility of Parent Teachers Association (PTA) every month which is mandatory
to join to get his/her wards’ progress report in it. On random days, it shall be not allowed
except emergency. Please, do not take PTA as fee day since we hope you already have
given the dates for fee submission and paying it on time.

11.In case, your ward is facing any academic challenge and it is not resolved from teachers
end, feel free to contact your academic coordinator.

12. School expect from every parent to review your ward’s bag once a week to ensure if all
the work is being done regularly and checked on time and everything is going good.

13.To carry bag according to time table is the responsibility of a student/parent.

14.School wishes the parents not to introduce private tuition for their wards, if they do are
advised to get tuition teacher aligned with school teacher. One meeting of tuition teacher

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(if there) with school teacher is mandate. (For class PNC to 8). The student grade IX
onwards is not allowed to take any kind of private tuition in any case, if anyone is found,
he/ she may be terminated from the school with the immediate effect.

15. Students are not allowed to receive private tuitions from the teachers of the school, in

such case student and teacher both shall be expelled with the immediate effect.
16.Parents are requested to go through their wards school diary / Whatsapp groups regularly.
17.Parents will ensure their wards to come school with the homework completed for the day.
18.Parents should plan their out station programs and excursion trips according to the school
calendar to avoid any undue leave for their ward.
19. No student will take unapproved leaves (two days prior sanctioned), if it occurs thrice in
an academic year, child shall be rolled off. Find the below rules for students leaves-

a. Random leave - In one month only one random leave is allowed. Parents need to
call on the same day before 1 hr. of starting of the school.

b. Planned leave- On 1st day of the month student should produce leave application
with their parents sign after granting by Principal ma'am/Coordinator it should be
submitted to class teacher.

c. Sub planned- Same as planned day might be at least 1 day before.

d. Emergency Leaves- These may be taken required in number in the extreme case of
emergency but not without certificate / proof.

No leave should be uninformed in case of uninformed leave 2X forceful leave shall be
given if anyone don't want to take leave Rs 500 fine shall be taken for each day of
uninformed absentees.

No student shall be allowed to take part in Exams if attendance falls below 85%.

20.Regular six days absence of your children, without informing the school authority may be a
cause of dismissal of your children from school and re-admission fee will be charged.

21.In the case child gets absent, parents shall be liable to complete his / her left work
themselves.

22.Child will not be sent from school with half day leave on pretext of any reason. In case the
child is not medically fit to attend the school, then it's advisable to have proper care and
rest at home. For other miscellaneous reasons (home functions, marriage, birthday, etc.),
kindly check the priority and take an appropriate decision. Parents are requested not to
make any social engagements or medical appointments during working hours.

23.Don’t send your ward to school when they are suffering from any infectious disease.

24.Students appearing for board exams will not be granted leave in any case except illness (on
producing medical certificate). Students not showing satisfactory results in preliminary
tests and not fulfilling the attendance criterion of 85% can be restrained from sitting for the
board exams.

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25.For board classes, the extra classes are conducted during vacations. Parents should make
sure that their wards must attend these classes. The attendance to these classes will also
be included in the attendance.

26.If a student is absent during the exams. He / She will be marked absent. No separate
exams will be held exclusively for his/her sake.

27.Success of your children in examinations depends on the combined efforts of the parents
and the teachers.

28.For the best result parents must motivate and support their child establish a proper study
area. Home work must be given a priority in the daily schedule.

29.In case home work has not been completed by the due date then it should be
communicated clearly to the subject teacher with reason that why the work was not done.

30. Parents should spend quality time with their children. They should sacrifice their leisure
hours if they want to see their wards fulfill their dreams.

31.Parents are requested not to accompany their wards to the class rooms at arrival time. At
dispersal time they should receive their ward/s from the school gate.

32.Parents are not permitted to meet teachers during school hours. In special cases, parents
may be allowed to meet the teacher with prior permission from the Principal/ Academic
Coordinator.

33.0nly the parents may see and meet the concerned teachers and Principal. No other person
should be permitted to contact them in regard to their ward.

34. Parents should ensure that their wards do not bring any objectionable books, magazine,
picture or any other material that may violate the disciplinary norms of the school.
Otherwise the same will be destroyed in the presence of the student.

35. Parents should ensure no mobiles to be carried to school by students, if they bring, they
must deposit at the specified counter, if it is found in class room shall be forfeited and
shall not be returned or a fine of Rs. 500/- shall be deposited in the presence of parent
with application for first time only. Next time, no claim for the same shall be entertained.

36. Parents are requested to refrain from sending lunch boxes/ notebook of their wards
during school hours.

37. Parents are requested to send their ward in neat and clean or fit-size uniform. Students
should not wear faded, over-size or small-size uniform. Girl students will wear skirt 1 inch
below the knee, failing of which the child will be marked absent and sent home.

38. Parents are requested to inform the school if there is any change in address/ contact
numbers.

39. Encourage your ward to take a balanced interest in studies, co-curricular activities and
sports.

40. Criticism of a teacher of the school in presence of a child must be scrupulously avoided as

it causes students to lose respect for their teacher with the consequent failure to learn

from his/her, thus retarding the child’s progress.

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41. Refrain from giving regular pocket money to your ward. Encourage healthy breakfast and
give home cooked food in your wards tiffin and regulate their sleeping hours to at least 8
hours a day.

42. Use of foul/abusive language is forbidden inside the school campus. Any student found
using such language will be sent home or kept under suspension for 5 days or a fine of Rs.

2000/- with application of apology in presence of parent/s.

43.Parents ‘/ Guardians ‘are requested to respond to the calls from the school positively (if
called).

44 .Boys should have close cut hair style. Girls should not have streaked hair and fancy
hairstyles. Hair should be plaited. Girls are not to have painted nails, do makeup, and wear
ornaments or mehndi.

45.Students cannot organize parties or go picnics or any outing on their own. Any such activity
will result in the immediate rustication of the students involved.

46.Even if the students are admitted later during the term or remain absent for any sort of
reason, fees for the whole Academic Session will be charged.

47.All belongings of the student should bear their name and class. If lost, the school will not
be held responsible.

48.Please ensure that your child devotes sufficient time to complete his assignments and
revise the daily lessons at home.

49.The school believes in the discipline and in firmness. In breach of the school discipline and
rules, the school reserves the right to expel student whose conduct is harmful to other
students.

50.Parents are requested to personally see off and receive their child at bus stop especially
Nursery to class .

51.Children proceeding on excursions, visits, tours, picnics, school functions etc. should be

dropped and picked up from the school only by the parents.

52.Parents are advised not to permit their wards to go for outings with school mates.

53.In the event of collective damage to school property in class room, the entire class will be
charged the cost of damage. A vigilant outlook should be maintained towards keeping the
surroundings clean. All waste papers should be picked up and thrown into the dustbin.

54.Students are not allowed to leave the class without class out-pass and without permission
of the teacher. While moving in between the classes in the corridors and while using the
staircases all must keep to the left. Students should move in a way that no child is
disturbed.

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55.No language shall be entertained other than “English” in school, students above class 6
may be charged with a minimal amount of fine for speaking vernacular language to

promote “English Environment.”

56.Irregular attendance, unjustified or unexplained absence, habitual late coming, leaving the
school premises without permission, disobedience and any type of unruly and
objectionable behavior are to be avoided. Strict approach shall be taken against, if found
violating school rules.

57.We welcome your healthy and positive suggestions with great pleasure.

58. Day Boarding Classes grades IX onwards are mandatory to attend unless permitted by
Principal Ma’am and written application of consent with request by parents.

59.Holiday Homework is given to the child at the beginning of summer, winter vacations and in
other long vacations. It is expected from every child to complete and submit holiday
homework after the break.

60.Ensure that the diary is carried by your ward to the school every day. Check the diary daily
for any entries from the school. Also use the diary for communication with the school.

61. Detail printed syllabus is given to every individual at the start of the session.

62. Do not send any one else other than you to pick/drop your child without proper authority
letter duly signed by you and with your residence/mobile nos. In case your child doesn't
reach home at the scheduled timing, don't panic usually due to traffic jams Cabs get late.
